ROLLED RIM BOWL

You will need a bowl blank of reasonable size 8, 10 or 12 inches in diameter X 2 inches deep. (20cm, 25cm or 30cm in diameter X 50mm deep)

Mount the top of the intended bowl onto your chuck.

True up the base, mark and cut for your recess or spigot.

True up the outer diameter then from the headstock side measure and mark one third of the thickness of the blank.
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Cut your spigot or recess. Then start to shape the underside of the bowl but only cut to the line. Remove enough wood to leave a rim that should be the same depth as width.
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You now have to undercut the underneath of the rim. This needs to be done in gentle and small cuts. This should be a nice concave round shape leading into the underside bowl shape.
You may have to modify your bowl shape to get the curves flowing and blend in with the undercut rim.

Once you are happy with the shape sand a finish.

Now dismount it from the chuck and turn it over and remount it to start on the internal shape.

You need to work on the rim first of all. Start to cut the outer edge to follow the shape that you have created underneath. You need an equal thickness on this part.

Now start to shape the inside of the bowl starting from the outer edge to continue the shape that is underneath. Once you have the rim shape you can then continue to shape the bowl as normal. When you have the desired shape, sand and finish.
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
